If the original installation date cannot be verified, then the

warranty period begins ninety (90) days from the date of product

manufacture (as indicated by the model and serial number).

Where a product is installed in a newly constructed home, the

date of installation is the date the original homeowner purchased

the home from the builder.

The limited parts warranty period as shown in the table under

subsequent owner does not require registration.

Proof of purchase may be required at time of service.

The unit must be installed, and warranty work must be

performed, by a licensed dealer or contractor.

The unit must be installed in accordance with ICP’s installation

instructions and in compliance with local codes.
